       Exodus 3:14 - BSB - God said to Moses, “I AM 
WHO I AM. This is what you are to say to the 
Israelites: ‘I AM has sent me to you.’” 
      I Am. YHWH. Yahweh.  
      From Apple Intelligence -

is a profound declaration of God's self-existence, 
eternity, and supreme authority, first revealed to 
Moses in Exodus 3:14. It signifies a God who is not 
limited by time, change, or dependency, but is 
eternal, consistent, an independent source of all 
reality." 
         Jesus referred to Himself as I Am in eight 
significant statements.  
         John 8:58 -  Jesus said to them, “Most 
assuredly, I say to you, before Abraham was, I AM.”

John 6:35 (And 6:48 & 51) - And Jesus said to them, 
“I am the bread of life. Here Jesus is describing 
Himself as the source of everything we need in this 
life. 
         John 10:7 & 9 - Therefore Jesus again said to 
them, "Truly, truly, I say to you, I am the door of the 
sheep. The sheep are the saved, the true followers 
of Jesus who hear His voice and follow Him.

         John 15:1 - “I am the true vine, and My Father 
is the vinedresser."  Here Jesus is saying that all 
who attach themselves to Him, the true vine, will 
never be lost.
